Subcontractor Information Sheet

The Fermilab EMS is designed to establish and operate effective procedures aimed at controlling environmental performance and relevant environmental legislation and regulations, set objectives and targets aimed at achieving continual improvement in environmental performance; and introduce improvements which contribute to the prevention of pollution at the source, where possible.

Fermilab has determined that activities that occur on-site have the most impact on the environment under these categories:  releases, materials (procurement, generation/storage, use, and disposal), energy use, and land management

As a subcontractor, you play an important part in this process since you are required, just like regular employees, to comply with the Fermilab environmental policies and procedures.

You have significant potential to affect the environmental performance and regulatory compliance of Fermilab.  We must therefore work together to achieve the facility’s environmental policy, the environmental objectives and targets, and the protection of the environment.  It is important that you be aware of the importance of compliance with relevant environmental legislation and regulations, and the consequences of non-compliance.

What are your responsibilities – How can you help
1. Immediately notify the Construction Coordinator of any spills, releases, or other environmental incidents.  All emergencies shall be communicated immediately using 630-840-3131.

2. Don’t allow discharges to drains and/or sewers without prior approval through the Construction Coordinator.

3. Provide for adequate spill/release prevention measures at you work site, when applicable.
4. Immediately notify the Construction Coordinator or any abnormal conditions found during excavation at the facility.

5. Properly label, store, and dispose of all waste materials generated from your activities per procedure, guidance or contract.
6. Get approval from the Construction Coordinator if you will be bringing potentially hazardous materials onsite that Fermilab personnel may be required to work with.

7. Be sensitive to the effects of noise, odor, light, fugitive dust emissions, and traffic movement to the facility and the local community.
8. Prepare and maintain records pertaining to the work you perform in accordance with environmental regulatory requirements, including record retention requirements.

9. Ensure protection of the natural environment surrounding your work area.
10. Ensure that you are properly trained to handle the materials and operate the equipment you will be using.
